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1. Bring or Wear Western or English type riding boots.  Please: For safety, NO tennis shoes for riding 

activities.  Your child can wear tennis shoes each morning to camp and we will change into boots when 

needed.   

 

2. Wear or Bring Jeans/long pants.  We will change into pants when we’re ready to ride!  Each child is 

assigned their own ‘locker’ space to keep their backpacks, helmets, boots, etc.  They are welcome to 

leave their personal items for the duration of camp.  

 

3. Bring a complete change of clothes.  Campers will have time to change out of their ‘riding/working’ 

clothes into a clean, dry set of clothes: shorts, t-shirt, etc. 

 

4. Wear OR Bring tennis shoes to change in to @ end of camp each day. 

 

 

5. Sunglasses, and a cap or hat for non-riding activities. 

 

6. Sunscreen 

 

 

7. If desired, refillable drinking bottle.  Bottled drinking water will be provided for them at 

all times. 

 

8. Safety Riding Helmets will be provided.  However, if your child prefers to bring their own, please 

ensure their name is on their helmet. 

 

 

9.  Any medication needed with complete instructions.  OR any other special medical concerns-please visit 

with Camp Director prior to registration. 

 

10. Bring a great attitude ready to learn all that you can about EQUINE!
